THE PLAN SUMMARY 
 

The term “public art” refers to any art or design that has been created specifically to be sited in the 
public domain. All forms of public art attract attention and heighten our awareness of and encourage our 
interaction with public space. Public art has a very positive impact on a community and it helps to define 
and reveal the unique character of a specific neighborhood. Art helps to create a community that is a 
unique destination for visitors, travelers, and conferences that expose newcomers to the city’s vitality 
and diversity, thereby enhancing its image and economic development appeal. 
 
 

Greeley promotes a healthy, diverse economy and high quality of life responsive to all its residents and 
neighborhoods, thoughtfully managing its human and natural resources in a manner that creates and 
sustains a safe, unique, vibrant and rewarding community in which to live and work. (City of Greeley 
2060 Comprehensive Plan) 
The economic and cultural diversity of Greeley contributes to a quality of life that residents enjoy. 
Greeley not only is an economic hub within the region, but is also an educational hub with such 
educational institutions as the University of Northern Colorado (UNC) and Aims Community College.  
 

AMP is in alignment the with the City of Greeley's City Manager’s 2009 Work Program. The Plan is 
proactive and advocates for the community and economic development through high consideration to 
the following priorities:

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SITE AND PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA 
 

 
Site Selection 
 

Public art should contribute to city life and people’s use and enjoyment of public places. A site or sites 
may be chosen for a variety of reasons. It may be a historically significant story about a person, an event 
or the community. The site may be selected for its visibility or simply because property development is 
offering an opportunity for public art. Some public art welcomes people to town, marks a town center or 
provides shade and resting places in a park. Some are sited in high traffic areas, especially places 
frequented by pedestrians. Other common sites include: entryways, major public buildings, parks ad 
trails, neighborhood communities, schools, senior centers, police and fire stations, and town centers 
where people walk and gather. 
Public art can advance overall urban design by beautifying dull aspects of public works infrastructure. 
For instance: in Seattle artists have designed manhole covers and tree grates; in Miami sound walls 
along freeways are designed by artists; and across the country, artists have been commissioned to create 
sidewalk paving patterns, gateways, benches, light standards and utility boxes.  
 

 
Project Selection 
 

The size and character of a work of art should reflect and 
enhance the size and character of its landscape setting. The 
Art Master Plan identifies areas for the placement of both 
monumental scale and intimate scale artwork. In addition, 
the plan also recommends sites for serial works of art. 
Conceived as one work, serial pieces can relate to 
commonly found landscapes: for example, the 
UNC/Downtown Corridor and the Poudre Trail Marker 
Projects.  
Public art of a monumental scale makes a large gesture, is 
easily visible, and creates landmarks that often become 
collectively meaningful and architecturally prominent. 
Public art of an intimate scale tends to relate directly to the 
individual or pedestrian experience. While both can create 
landmarks, intimately scaled public art accomplishes this in 
a more personal manner. Intimate works can enhance a 
sense of discovery or add depth to the pedestrian experience. 

 
 

 
Incorporated Themes 
 

Public Art can commemorate events, honor individuals, or identify historic locations. It can be based on 
its educational value. It also creates an opportunity for the expression of the diversity and the unique 
character of the city and its people. As a city works to enhance the quality and character of its public 
buildings and spaces, there is a tremendous opportunity to illustrate the rich visual heritage of the region. 
By providing access to art and creating an environment of enrichment and pride for all citizens, public 
art within our city gives a sense of discovery and vibrancy to our public spaces.

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Art Awareness and Education 
 

It is critical to the success of the Public Art 
program that the public is heard and encouraged 
to participate in all aspects of the process. It 
begins with the involvement of the public in 
serving on committees, and extends through 
developing artworks with artists, attending 
dedications, adopting artworks for maintenance, 
and participation in educational activities such as 
public art tours and lectures. Successful outreach 
is imperative. To reach the community, the Art 
Commission and city staff work with 
neighborhood associations, community groups, 
educational institutions and other City departments.  
Information about the program is made available through brochures, maps, reports and the City’s 
website. Care will be taken to build relationships with public schools to create programs such as public 
art curriculum, artists’ visits to schools, public art tours and student participation in public art projects. 
 
 
Collaborations 
 

The Art Commissioners will continue to meet with local businesses and developers to explore 
possibilities for public art inclusion in their projects. The Master Plan intends to seek productive 
partnerships as a way to deliver efficient services to the community through shared facilities, programs, 
funding, and mutual outreach and aid. 
 
 
Maintenance 
  
To ensure the highest quality presentation of public art, it is important to consider the durability, 
maintenance needs, and appropriateness of each installation. Construction details such as mounting and 
anchoring hardware, support structures, and other physical connections should be thoughtfully designed 
and implemented with care. For outdoor works, special attention should be given to landscape design, 
particularly the topography surrounding the work of art. Long-term outdoor installations should be made 
to withstand natural elements such as UV exposure, wind, rain, and other forces.  Greeley’s Public Art 
Program includes a comprehensive maintenance plan.

Trail Marker Project 
 
 

An artist will create a design(s) and manufacture works of art to be placed on the Poudre River Trail 
within the City limits. Artwork will be placed at every trailhead or road access point as well as every 
quarter mile along the trail. These locations will be field verified prior to installation. 
 
The design will need to be sensitive to the natural ambience of the trail so the artwork will be obvious 
but not obtrusive. The trailhead and one-mile markers may be larger while the quarter-mile markers 
might be smaller so that the “Burma Shave” sign effect is avoided. . The artwork will represent the 
importance of the Cache la Poudre River as a National Heritage Area; a resource designated by 
Congress in recognition of the historical importance of this river in the development of Western Water 
Law and water distribution in the arid west. Weld County is also a popular birding destination with its 
variety of ecosystems and habitats from the prairie buttes to its rivers, lakes and ponds and close 
proximity to the foothills and mountains. The trail provides an important venue for people to explore 
and learn about this heritage as the markers will reflect. 
 
The Poudre River Trail project will provide a benefit to various trail activities by helping trail users plan 
and monitor their excursions. Having the mileage markers in place will provide the opportunity to add 
pertinent information to trail maps and web pages. Bicyclists and walkers will have markers that give 
them not only information about where they are on the trail but also distance traveled or distance to the 
next trailhead. Improving trail information and education empowers people to make decisions by 
increasing their comfort with their surroundings.  
 
The markers will be installed by the Weld Count Youth Corps with supervision by the Trail Manager 
and the artist if needed. The project will be developed under the authority of the Poudre River Trail 
Board, a non-profit agency charged with the responsibility to develop and manage the trail. The 
installation and maintenance will be done by the Trail Manager, a position funded by Greeley, Windsor 
and Weld County through an intergovernmental agreement and overseen by the Natural Resources 
Division of the City of Greeley Community Development Dept. The Trail Manager performs weekly 
inspections of trail conditions and performs necessary repairs and maintenance.

Collaboration with the National Board of Chiropract ic Examiners 

The National Board of Chiropractic Examiners (NBCE) is the principal testing agency for the 
chiropractic profession. Established in 1963, the NBCE develops and administers standardized national 
examinations according to established guidelines. The purpose of the National Board of Chiropractic 
Examiners is to establish and maintain uniform high standards of excellence in the chiropractic 
profession and chiropractic education. Headquartered in Greeley, Colorado, the NBCE is a nonprofit 
organization overseen by 11 directors; all are distinguished members of the worldwide chiropractic 
community, including Horace C Elliott. Along with plans to add a new building to the Greeley campus, 
NBCE would like to erect a new sculptural work of art. 

NBCE owns the beautifully kept land on the northwest corner 59th Avenue and 10th Street.  The 
intersection of is a high traffic junction near the west entrance to Greeley. On average, over 25,000 
people pass through here every day. The Planning Commission is speculating that this will become even 
busier in the near future.  

The National Board of Chiropractic Examiners would like to collaborate with the City of Greeley in 
placing a highly visible piece of artwork near 10th Street that will be viewed by everyone entering the 
city from the 34 business route. NBCE is requesting that the Greeley Art Commission match their funds. 
The Art Commission is excited about the opportunity to collaborate with a highly esteemed non profit 
agency.

Sub Station Fence 
 
Tenth Street and Twenty-Third Avenue is a favorite hub for visitors and citizens to change directions 
when traveling across town in any of four directions. On average, over 25,000 people pass through here 
every day. The electrical transformers behind the run-down wooden fence on the southwest corner stick 
out like a sore thumb in the middle of our city. A clean, artistically designed fence mimicking the lines 
and shapes of the transformers would help to incorporate the steel monsters visually into the well 
traveled intersection to create a sense of community pride.  
 
All substations are required to be enclosed and have a seven foot high grounded fence for the safety of 
people and curious critters who are tempted to wander too close. A fully functional art fence meeting all 
safety requirements can serve purposes besides safety such as: 

× Strengthening a sense of connectivity and neighborhood ownership within the community 
× Potentially decreasing crime in the surrounding area  
× Including an educational component to inform passersby as to why the substation is located in

Tenth Street Art Scape 
 
 
One goal of the Art Master Plan is to place Art in high impact areas. The intersection at Tenth Street and 
Twenty Third Avenue is just that and has been in need of visual improvement too long. This intersection 
is being considered in future CIP plans. For this reason, the artwork must be able to be moved on a low 
budget without damage to the artwork, or must be installed in such a way that it can be worked around.  
 
The Art Commission is suggesting that a water theme be included with limited use of water or the 
perception of water.  
 
Artists will be invited to create an ‘art scape’ that will landscape 
the run down cement and gravel triangular area with art forms. 
Sculptures, rocks, stones, and ceramic tiles are a few of the low 
maintenance durable mediums available for artists to choose 
from to creatively ‘hardscape’ this high visibility traffic area. 
Artwork will be viewable from all directions. 
 
The Art Commission will work with the Public Works 
department to ensure the ‘art scape’ does not interfere with 
traffic safety in the area. We will look for the opportunity to 
combine art funds with future development dollars to stretch 
both budgets to their maximum.

Murals - Mobile and Stationary 
 
 
Murals and creative wall art will be placed on preexisting prominent city walls to spell out messages that 
acknowledge the diversity of the public which appreciates such art. Ten to twenty walls, mainly from 
old downtown buildings, in Greeley will be chosen as canvases to enhance Greeley with a broad range 
of social, cultural and historic values.  
 
City vehicles including buses and vans will encourage informal opportunities for learning and 
enjoyment of the arts through creative ways of presenting cultural resources to the public. City vehicles 
will  be transformed from generic white modes of transportation into eye catching cultural enhancements 
that everyone will be talking about. Mobile graphic artwork is a fast, affordable and lasting way to 
create awareness about the great art in Greeley.  
 
Through this project, the Plan will provide resources to help Greeley’s youth succeed with a special 
emphasis on those youth deemed in highest need by Youth Enrichment and other relevant programs, and 
to support Greeley’s educational establishments in creating a competitive and educated future work 
force. 
 
In collaboration with relevant youth programs, students will play a part in the creation of the artwork. 
Emerging artists will have the opportunity to show their skills to a wide audience. City vehicles will 
cover the entire City and cities nearby to exemplify the civic pride of our youth.  
 
According to the Fort Collins Coloradoan, July 20th 2009, when a utility box is turned into a mural, 
graffiti artists are less likely to leave their mark where it will get lost within the artwork.

Downtown/UNC Corridor Art Walk 
 
 
Public art enhances public spaces and creates destinations in a community where people walk and 
gather. Well-designed and attractive artwork strategically located throughout the City encourages people 
to fully appreciate and utilize public spaces.  
 
In collaboration with University of Northern Colorado, the Downtown Development Authority and local 
businesses, the Art Commission would like link the UNC campus to downtown Greeley with a trail of 
artwork for pedestrians and motorists to enjoy.  The trip itself can become an enjoyable experience for 
walking and cycling. 
 
The Artwalk Corridor will be bordered by Eleventh Avenue, Eighth Avenue, Fifth Street and Twentieth 
Street. Artwork will meander through the Arts and Entertainment district, where opportunities for 
artwork exist, to connect the UNC Campus with downtown. These streets were built wide enough for the 
horse and buggy days, and now are wide enough for pedestrians, cyclists and motorists and art!  
The Dean of the UNC Visual Art Department is eager to collaborate with the city by starting this art 
walk on Eighth Avenue in front of the UNC Visual Arts Buildings. Sixteenth Street will also be a focus 
for artwork. Ninth Avenue is a historical path and is the home of the Meeker house and the downtown 
courthouses. The number three ditch will provide the opportunity to include kinetic art with water as it 
crosses all avenues in the corridor. North Eighth Avenue offers many old walls for murals and wide 
medians with large planters for three dimensional sculptures.  
Kids of all ages can enjoy the art in a variety of interests and styles. Artwork will be functional as well 
as decorative, for example, bike racks, benches, sculptures, kinetic water features, or fancy tree guards  
We will encourage the use of the space by creating an avenue of art connecting the college campus 
population and the downtown businesses.

Centennial Village Art Fence 
 

 
In 1975, the City of Greeley reserved ten acres adjacent to Island Grove Park for an 'outdoor museum' to 
interpret the settlement history of Greeley and the rest of Weld County from 1860 to 1920. Named 
Centennial Village Museum in honor of the nation's bicentennial and the state's centennial, the site was 
opened on July 4, 1976. It is one of the four museum facilities operated by the City of Greeley 
Museums. Centennial Village is the site of many festivals and special events, summer classes for 
children, and tours. The church and grounds may also be rented for weddings, receptions , family 
reunions, birthday parties and other events. In addition, hundreds of volunteers and donors have 
generously contributed money, time, special skills, buildings, and artifacts to enhance and preserve this 
museum where visitors can see the past come alive 
 
An artistic fence around Centennial Village at Island Grove would be viewed by the half of a million 
Island Grove visitors that attend events such as the Greeley Stampede, dog shows, softball games and 
the splash park, farm shows, festivals, as well as all Museum events.  
 
One of Greeley’s largest historical sites located at 14th Avenue and A Street is surrounded by a chain 
link fence. This ‘living history museum’ that has been preserved for our educational benefit and 
enjoyment deserves to be surrounded by a welcoming fence that is more attuned to the historical 
artifacts it preserves. A functional work of art can create a curiosity in viewers to go inside and discover 
more. It must be a durable, low maintenance fence that allows visitors to see the treasures on the other 
side.  
 
Funds will be contributed by the Friends of the Greeley Museums with a Historical Roots theme.

PROJECT PROPOSALS 1-5 
 
Union Colony Civic Center Project  
 

The City of Greeley’s One Percent for Art Program is 
requesting artists to submit their qualifications to be selected 
(commissioned) to create and incorporate a monumental artwork 
into the redesign of the front of the Union Colony Civic Center. 
The funds for this project come from the City of Greeley Water 
Department, which held a100 year celebration of the Greeley 
water system in 2007. The Greeley water delivery system is one 
of the most unique and inventive water systems in the country. 
The UCCC, which Greeley’s performing and visual arts center, celebrated its 20th year anniversary in 
2008. In 2010, the Greeley Philharmonic Orchestra is celebrating its 100th year as one of the longest 
continuously performing symphony west of the Mississippi. This project will combine the great civic 
pride of Greeley’s water heritage, the legacy and future of the Greeley Philharmonic Orchestra and the 
world class arts programs of the UCCC. The artist(s) selected will be working with City Parks 
Department designers, City staff and boards to envision an artistic renovation of the area in front of the 
building to include, but not limited to; artwork, artistic design of the lighting, landscaping, plantings, 
seating areas, water features etc. The total project budget for all facets of the artistic recreation of the 
front of the building is $300,000.  
 

Since most of the funding from the project is coming from the Greeley Water Department, the concept 
must tie into some aspect of a water theme…from the natural origin to the return of the water into the 
Poudre River. 
 

The majority of the activity for the Center is the school year, during the evenings so the City would 
prefer sculpture(s) that is/are equally dramatic day or night. Preference will be given to “fountains” of 
glass, metal, or other materials that can be dramatically lighted at night, and could be “programmed” to 
have lighting that can respond to music.  
A monumental sculpture would be placed in front of one of Greeley’s most majestic facilities to 
commemorate the community’s spirit of accomplishment by acknowledging three exemplary Greeley 
institutions. By erecting a grand sculpture in the heart of downtown, this work will become a beacon of 
what is Great about Greeley.  
 

It will be viewed by the public accessing the 
courthouses, the senior center, the downtown 
recreation center, events in Lincoln Park such as  
the Arts Picnic, Oktoberfest, Light the Night, etc., 
attended by hundreds of thousands of people. 

·  The Union Colony Civic Center will soon 
celebrate its first quarter century anniversary; 
it was built by a public / private partnership 
and is one of the finest art centers in the state.   

·  The Greeley Water Department celebrated their 100 years of unsurpassed service in 2008.  
The work started by the original Colonists to turn a semi arid landscape into a green and vibrant 
city is one of the greatest achievements of our community  

·  The Greeley Philharmonic Orchestra will celebrate its 100th Anniversary in 2010 as one of the 
first and finest symphonies in the western United States.

Trail Underpass Art

Artwork will add culture and an educational component to an otherwise bland structure.  

Trail users, children 
and adults alike, appreciate the added ambience of a trail that increases civic pride. Funds will be 
collaborated with the Parks department on underpasses that have not yet been constructed.  To leverage 
funding, artists will work with a  design team early on to integrate art within the structure on underpass 
projects that have not been completed.    
In working with the Trails committee, it was brought to our attention that the following underpasses 
could use some sprucing up:

·  Seventy First Street

Water Tower Project 
 
Located just south of Highway 34 and the 34 Bypass, the Gold Hill Reservoir Water Tower is a fairly 
new landmark in Northern Colorado and is within the Greeley City Limits. It towers 170 feet in the air.  
On average, over 40,000 vehicles travel this stretch of the highway commuting to and from Greeley. 
Recent annexations west of the City have resulted in a Fifty percent increase in area and have 
contributed to the need for an updated Comprehensive Transportation Plan that addresses these new 
areas. Placing art in this west Greeley location will reach the Art Commissions goal to make public art 
visible to the fullest. 
The Gold Hill elevated tank will be seen from as far away as Loveland. Placing artwork here that is 
clearly visible by day and lit up at night with low maintenance lighting technology will create one of 
Greeley’s most prominent artistic landmarks, a beacon of what makes Greeley Great. 
Water, Greeley’s richest resource will be celebrated. The art work will lend itself to yet another avenue 
for learning the History of Greeley through Water. 
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PROJECT PROPOSALS 6-10 
Highway Overpass Art 

 
Nowhere are a community’s self concept values, 
quality of life, and culture more clearly evidenced 
than in its design. The perception of a community 
is formed by the way buildings are situated and 
arranged, their design and compatibility with 
adjacent land use, the use of landscaping, signage, public art and neighborhood and community focal 
points. Most often, the image of community is initially formed by the traveling public along its major 
roadways. (2060 Comprehensive Plan) 
 

 Think about Greeley’s major highway overpasses. You think of cold hard grey cement. These are 
looked at by thousands of people everyday. These overpasses can become permanent banners enhanced 
with lasting low maintenance artwork. They can be colorful, inspirational and can leave small lasting 
impressions about what makes Greeley Great. The art commission will collaborate with CDOT and 
Public works, as projects may include the bridge fascia, underpass area, as well as ‘hardscaping’ in 
outlying areas. 
 

Two of the overpasses we will target are major entryways into Greeley and the third is a high traffic area 
in the middle of town.

Art with Water 
 
 
The #3 ditch is 139 years, as old as Greeley, and it is essentially the reason Greeley survived in what 
was then called “the Great American Desert.” Dug by huge, horse-drawn plows in 1870, the ditch has 
now progressed to the computer age. There is a lonely stretch of gravel along the ditch just east of 
Luther Park; along Tenth Street near Eighteenth Avenue. It is begging for artwork. 
The Art Commission will invite artists to create kinetic sculptures that are powered by water pulled from 
the ditch to celebrate our history of water. The water will then be released back into the ditch. Not only 
will this be a test of the creative artistic minds but will also be another opportunity to educate the public 
about the historical importance of water to Greeley.  
  
School children nearby, UNC, and area artists will be involved. The theme will be Celebrate water, 
Greeley’s roots. This can be an ongoing project and extended from the #3 ditch to the UNC Downtown 
Art Walk Corridor.

Entryway Projects 
 
 
For eighteen thousand visitors entering Greeley from south Hwy 85, their first glimpses of our city is 
where the highway meets 8th Avenue at about 24th street.

Chapter 2.33 
Art Commission 
 
2.33.010 Greeley Art Commission; establishment. 
There is created a Greeley Art Commission, the purpose of which is to manage acquisitions including, but not 
limited to, the review and recommendation to Council of artwork which is proposed for donation to the City for 
public display. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 21, 1997 §1(part); Ord. 56, 1994 §1; Ord. 50, 1993 §1(part)) 
2.33.020 Members; terms; replacement and removal. 
The Greeley Art Commission shall be comprised of twelve (12) members; nine (9) members appointed by 
Council. One (1) designated member each from the City's Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, Planning 
Commission, Water and Sewer Board and six (6) community members, which shall include one (1) artist, one (1) 
art educator, and one (1)architect or designer. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 21, 1997 §1(part); Ord. 50, 1993 
§1(part))2.33.030 Powers and authority. The Greeley Art Commission shall establish rules of procedure and 
operating standards to define "work of art,” artwork selection criteria, site selection criteria and any dollar amount 
or in-kind assistance to be required as a condition 
of acceptance to provide for installation and maintenance of any work of art. Reports from the Commission, as 
well as recommendations, shall be made directly to the City Council. City staff supporting the Parks and 
Recreation Advisory Board, the Planning Commission and the Union Colony Civic Center Advisory Board shall 
provide support to the Greeley Art Commission in the execution of its duties. (Ord. 21, 1997 §1(part); Ord. 50, 
1993 §1(part); Ord. 70, 2002 §1) 
2.33.040 Art in Public Places Program; purpose. 
The purpose of this Section is to provide a means to fund the acquisition of works of art by the City which shall 
become the City's permanent collection, to provide a means to select works of art for the collection, to provide for 
the display of the collection and to provide for the maintenance and repair of the works of art in the collection. 
(Ord. 70,2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 
2.33.041 Definitions. 
For the purpose of this Section, the following words or phrases shall be defined as set out below: 
Art in public places means any visual work of art displayed for two (2) weeks or more in an open City-owned 
area, on the exterior of any City-owned facility, inside any City-owned facility in areas designed as public areas or 
on non-City property if the work of art is installed or financed, either wholly or in part, with City funds or grants 
procured by the City. Commission means the Greeley Art Commission as created by Section 
2.33.010.Construction cost means actual cost of any construction project with an estimated construction cost of 
fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00) or more, excluding engineering and administrative costs, costs of fees and 
permits and indirect costs, such as interest during construction, advertising and legal fees. Construction project 
means the construction, rehabilitation, renovation, remodeling, equipping or improvement of any public building, 
street, park, utility line or other public improvement by or for the City, including all associated landscaping, 
parking and the like, but excluding any improvements made by any special improvement district and any other 
improvements exempted by the City Council. Reserve account shall mean the Art in Public Places Reserve  
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Account established by this Chapter. Work of art includes, but is not limited to, a sculpture, monument, mural, 
fresco, relief, painting, fountain, banner, mosaic, ceramic, weaving, carving and stained glass. Work of art would 
not include paving or signs. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 
2.33.042 Funds for works of art. 
All requests submitted to the City Council for appropriations for construction projects estimated to cost over two 
hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) and not more than fifty million dollars ($50,000,000.00) shall 
include an amount equal to one percent (1%) of the estimated cost of such project for works of art. When the City 
Council approves the appropriations for any such project, one percent (1%) of the appropriated amount shall be 
deposited into the appropriate reserve account. If any construction project is partially funded from any source 
which precludes a work of art as an object of expenditure of such funds, the one percent (1%) shall be funded 
from project funding sources that are not so restricted. Money collected in the Art in Public Places Reserve 
Account shall be expended by the City for projects as prescribed by the Art in Public Places Guidelines. (Ord. 70, 
2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1)Administration — Sec. 2.48.020 2-96 Supp. 23 
2.33.043 Project design. 
In all construction projects costing between fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00) and two hundred fifty thousand 
dollars ($250,000.00), one percent (1%) of the project cost will be utilized in conjunction with a City-selected 
artist who will participate in the design of the project for the purpose of incorporating works of art into all aspects 
of the project, both functional and aesthetic, to the fullest extent possible within the project budget. The cost of 
the artist's services shall be paid from the reserve account associated with the project budget. If not practical to 
incorporate artwork into the designated project, said funds can be moved to another like project with the 
recommendation of the Commission and 
approval by City Council. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1). 
2.33.044 Incorporating art in purchases. 
The City shall endeavor to include artistic and aesthetic values in all construction projects, including those costing 
less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00), and in all purchases of personal property that may be located or used 
in places open to the public. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 
2.33.045 Accounts established. 
(a) There is hereby established a reserve account with the General Fund to be known as the Art in Public Places 
Reserve Account. Said reserve account shall be credited with such funds as determined by the City Council and 
with all funds received by the City for visual art in public places, whether contributed, earned, secured through 
grants or otherwise obtained. Moneys credited to such account shall be expended only for acquisition, lease, 
installation, maintenance and repair of works of art and expenses of administration of this Chapter. 
(b) There is hereby established a separate reserve account within the Water and Sewer Fund to be known as the 
Art in Public Places Reserve Account for such fund. Said reserve account shall be credited with such funds as the 
City Council may determine and with all funds from Section 2.33.042 that are paid by the utility for which said 
fund was established. Moneys credited to such reserve account shall be expended only for the acquisition or lease 
of works of art that provide a betterment to such utility or that are otherwise determined by the City Council to be 
for a specific utility purpose that is beneficial to the rate payers of such utility, and for the maintenance, repair or 
display of such works of art. Any limitations in other provisions of this Code on the purposes for which moneys in 
the Water and Sewer Fund used shall not prohibit the use of moneys in the Art in Public Places Reserve Account 
for such fund from being expended for the acquisition or lease of works of art or for the maintenance, repair or 
display of works of art. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 2.33.046 Administration. In accordance with Section 
2.33.030, the Commission shall administer the provisions of this Chapter relating to the acquisition of works of 
art and their display. The Commission shall submit to the City Council, not later than March l of each year, an 
annual report for the prior year. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1)  
2.33.047 Display of art in public places. 
(a) Works of art selected and implemented pursuant to the provisions of this Chapter may be placed in, on or 
about any public place or, by agreement with the owner thereof, any private property with substantial public 
exposure in and around the City. Works of art owned by the City may also be loaned for exhibition elsewhere, 
upon such terms and conditions as deemed necessary by the Commission and approved by Council. City officials 
responsible for the design and construction of public improvements in the City shall make appropriate space 
available for the placement of works of 
art, in consultation with the Commission. The Commission shall advise the department responsible for the 
particular public improvement of the Commission's decision regarding the design, execution and placement of 
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works of art in connection with such project. For any proposed work of art requiring an extraordinary operation or 
maintenance expense, the Commission shall obtain prior written approval of the department head responsible for 
such operation or maintenance before approving the same. 
(b) All works of art shall receive the prior review and approval of the Commission consistent with Section 
2.33.030. None shall be removed, altered or changed without the prior review and approval of the Commission. 
(c) No work of art financed or installed either wholly or in part with City funds or with grants procured by the 
City shall be installed on privately owned property without a written agreement between the Commission, acting 
on behalf of the City, and the owner specifying the proprietary interests in the work of art and specifying other 
provisions deemed necessary or desirable by the City Attorney. In addition, such written agreements shall specify 
that the private property owner shall assure: 

(1) That the installation of the work of art will be done in a manner which will protect the work of art and 
the public; 
(2) That the work of art will be maintained in good condition; and 
(3) That insurance and indemnification will be provided as is appropriate. 

(d) Installation, maintenance, alteration, refinishing and moving of works of art shall be done in consultation with 
the artist whenever feasible. 
(e) The Director of the Department of Cultural Affairs shall maintain a detailed record of all art in public places, 
including site drawings, photographs, designs, names of artists and names of architects whenever feasible. In 
conjunction with the Commission, the Director shall provide recognition to the artists of the Art in Public Places 
Program. The Director shall also place on file in the office of the City Clerk the Public Art Collection Policy 
Guidelines. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 
2.33.048 Ownership. 
All works of art acquired pursuant to this Chapter shall be acquired in the name of, and title shall be held by, the 
City of Greeley, Colorado. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 2.33.049 Exemptions. 
The following are exempt from the provisions of this Chapter: 

(1) All works of art in the collections of, on display at or under the auspices of the Greeley museums; and 
(2) All works of art on display in private City offices or other areas of City-owned facilities which are not 
generally frequented by the public. (Ord. 70, 2002 §1; Ord. 42, 1998 §1) 
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ART COMMISSION GUIDELINES 
1) PURPOSE 

A) The City of Greeley recognizes the importance of art forms in public buildings and places and 
acknowledges the diversity of the public which appreciates such art. The City’s objectives are: 
i) To accept art which recognizes and fosters a broad range of social, cultural and historic values 
ii)  To encourage the donation of public art which is memorable, though-provoking and enduring 
iii)  To integrate artworks and the ideas of artists into public settings that contribute to a sense of the 

City’s identity 
B) The purpose of the Art in Public Places Program is to provide: 

i) A means to fund the acquisition of works of art by the City which shall become the City’s permanent 
collection 

ii)  A means to select works of art for the collection 
iii)  For the display of the collection 
iv) For the maintenance and repair of the works of art in the collection 
 

2) ORGANIZATION RESPONSIBILITY 
A) The function of the Greeley Art Commission (GAC) is to review and accept artwork which is proposed 

for donation to the City of Greeley for public display or artwork purchased through the Art in Public 
Places Program.   
i) The GAC is comprised of the following members: 

(a) Parks and Recreation Advisory Board -1 member 
(b) Planning Commission-1 member 
(c) Water and Sewer Board-1 member 
(d) Artist-1 member 
(e) Architect/Designer-1 member 
(f) Art Educator-1 member 
(g) At – Large Community Members-6 members 

B) The Commission has rules of procedure and operating standards.  City staff from the Culture and Public 
Art Division shall provide support to the Commission in the execution of its charge with assistance from 
Community Development and Parks and Recreation departments. 

C) The intent of the City’s Art in Public Places Program is to expand opportunities for residents to 
experience art in public places, thereby creating more visually pleasing and aesthetic environments.  It is 
the expressed desire of the City to promote:  
i) Creation of a variety of types of visual arts and crafts 
ii)  Enhancement of new and existing public spaces and facilities for public enjoyment 
iii)  Distribution of works of art throughout the City 
iv) Collaboration between artists and other design professionals 
v) Enhancement of the creative environment for artists in Greeley 
vi) Selection of artists based on qualifications, appropriateness, and quality of an individual’s work for a 

particular site 
D) The Greeley Art Commission and selection committees are subject to and are governed by the applicable 

open meetings law (29-9-101) of the Colorado Revised Statutes. 
 
3) CONFLICT OF INTEREST 

A) Under no circumstances may a member of the Commission submit a piece of work for consideration by 
the Commission.  Any member of the Commission who has an actual or perceived conflict of interest 
shall disclose such conflict to the Commission. 

B) An actual conflict of interest arises when a Commission member has a direct relationship to an applicant 
who will appear before the Commission.  A conflict where the Commission member or their immediate 
family stands to make a direct or indirect financial gain is a conflict that requires the Commissioner to 
excuse himself from the discussion and decision making process. 

C) A perceived conflict is one in which participation in a decision may give the appearance of impropriety to 
the public.  Commissioners who have a close friend or member of their immediate family appearing 
before the Commission on an application should not take part in the discussion or decision process.   
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D) A commissioner who has disclosed an indirect or perceived conflict may still participate in a vote if the 
Commission determines that the member is able to remain impartial. 
 

4) COMPENSATION 
A) The GAC shall not receive any compensation from the City of Greeley in connection with administration 

of the One Percent for Art Program.  Following approval by the City Manager or designee, the Selection 
Committee may be reimbursed by the City for actual expenses incurred in connection with the 
administration of the program. 

 
5) MISSION AND GOALS 

A) The mission of the Art in Public Places Program is to integrate the work and thinking of artists—along 
with that of other design professionals—into the planning, design, building, and development of Greeley 
in order to affect the highest standards of design of human environment for the City. The Art in Public 
Places Program will: 
i) Incorporate art into new construction 
ii)  Enhance previously built environments 
iii)  Inspire future built environments 

B) The numerous benefits of the program are: 
i) Serve the City by providing: 

(a) A visual cultural identity 
(b) Prestige 
(c) A partnership of art, architecture, landscaping, and open spaces that enliven and complete the 

visual environment 
(d) People-responsive public spaces that are worthy of emulation 
(e) A means for cultural expression and diversity 
(f) Visual reflections of Greeley’s unique place in the world and time in history 

ii)  Serve the people by creating: 
(a) Places of beauty 
(b) Neighborhood identity and cohesion 
(c) A focus for dialogue and learning 
(d) A way to participate in the enhancement of the City 
(e) A city in which to have pride 

iii)  Serve the economy by:  
(a) Enhancing the “quality of life” of the City for individuals and corporations considering relocation 
(b) Creating more jobs for artists and the many small businesses that support their commissions 
(c) Utilizing artists as problem solvers in situations where creative, economical solutions are needed 
(d) Encourage increased tourism  

iv) Activate resources by: 
(a) The involvement of artists in the planning process and activities of the City and its neighborhoods 
(b) The collaboration of designers in art,  architecture, and landscape 
(c) Involving the public decision-making power over their environment 

v) Foster change by: 
(a) Enhancing the visual quality of the city environment 
(b) Facilitating aesthetic awareness 
(c) Empowering citizens with the responsibility to protect and enhance their visual world 
(d) Educating citizens in city processes 

 
6) ARTISTIC FREEDOM 

A) Artists shall be given freedom within the context of the project to reach creative solutions to the aesthetic 
problems they have been employed to solve. (Refer to Addendum A for U.S. Copyright Law) 
 

7) APPROVAL OF ARTWORK 
A) No works of art shall become the property of the City of Greeley without first being submitted to and 

approved by the Greeley Art Commission.  These shall include: the One Percent for Art Program, artwork 
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purchased, commissioned or gifted or any other form of art as specified by these guidelines.  Nor shall 
any work of art until so approved, be contracted for, erected or placed in or upon, or allowed to extend 
over or upon any street, avenue, park, City building or other property belonging to the City. An exception 
to this is the annual selection and purchase of art from the Arts Picnic Community Art Exhibit which is 
determined by an art professional selected by the Culture and Public Art Division staff. 

 
8) Definitions 

A) The following words or phrases are defined as set out below: 
i) Architect – The person or firm (architect, landscape architect, interior designer) designing the project 

for which artwork will be acquired. 
ii)  Art in Public Places – any visual work of art displayed for two weeks or more in an open City-owned 

area, on the exterior of any City-owned facility, inside any City-owned facility in areas designated as 
public areas or on non-City property if the work of art is installed or financed, either wholly or in part, 
with City funds or grants procured by the City. 

iii)  Artist – a visual artist generally recognized by critics and his or her peers as a professional who is 
producing high-quality work on a regular basis. 

iv) Commission – The Greeley Art Commission 
v) Construction cost – Actual cost actual cost of any construction project with an estimated construction 

cost of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) or more, excluding engineering and administrative costs, costs 
of fees and permits and indirect costs, such as interest during construction, advertising and legal fees. 

vi) Construction project – the construction, rehabilitation, renovation, remodeling, equipping or 
improvement of any building, street, park, utility line or other public improvement by or for the City, 
including all associated landscaping, parking and the like, but excluding any privately funded 
improvements made by any special improvement district and any other improvements exempted by 
the City Council. 

vii)  Designer – urban, graphic, interior, or  landscape 
viii)  Maintenance and Other Projects – Fifteen percent (15%) of the 1% designated for art from the 1% 

for Art Projects will be set aside as a fund for art managed and under the purview of the Greeley Art 
Commission. Interest from the account but not principle, may be used for the Sculpture on Loan 
Program, maintaining the COG permanent art collection or other art projects with the approval of the 
Greeley Art Commission. 

ix) Reserve Account – The Art in Public Places Reserve Account established by this section.  There are 
two reserve account funds: a general fund and a water and sewer fund. 

x) Work of art or Artwork – original or unique creations in visual media: produced by or under the 
control of practitioners generally recognized by their peers and critics as professional artists and 
accepted by the GAC in accordance with the standards as outlined herein.  They include but are not 
limited to: 
(a) Two dimensional media such as graphics, calligraphy, drawing, painting, and photography 

including both portable work and permanently installed work such as murals. 
(b) Three dimensional sculptural media including works in relief, in the round, assemblages, 

constructions, environment including landscaping and other permanent installations in any 
material or combination of materials. 

(c) Electronic media, neon works, and video installations produced under the control of the artist. 
(d) Building or landscape features, such as gates, streetlights, floors, seating, etc. in unique or limited 

editions produced under the control of  the selected artist and considered a part of the artwork by 
the GAC. Work of art does not include paving or signs. 

(e) Artwork does not include installations that are temporary in nature or of short duration, less than 
two weeks. 

(f) Art does not include the purchase of land unless the land is the art itself. 
 

9) FUNDING FOR AQUIRING ART  
A) Funding 1% for art Program 

i) All requests submitted to the City Council for appropriations for construction projects estimated to 
cost over two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000), shall include an amount equal to one percent 
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(1%) of the estimated cost of such project for works of art.  When the City Council approves the 
appropriations for any such project, one percent (1%) of the appropriated amount shall be deposited 
into the appropriate reserve account.  If any project is partially funded from any source which 
precludes a work of art as an object of expenditure of such funds, the one percent shall be funded 
from project funding sources that are not so restricted.  Money collected in the One Percent for Art 
Reserve Account shall be expended by the City for projects as prescribed by the One Percent for Art 
Guidelines. 

ii)  In all construction projects costing between fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) and two hundred and 
fifty thousand ($250,000), one percent (1%) of the project cost utilized in conjunction with a City-
selected artist who will participate in the design of the project for the purpose of incorporating works 
of art into all aspects of the project, both functional and aesthetic, to the fullest extent possible within 
the project budget.  

iii)  If not practical to incorporate artwork into the designated project, said funds can be moved to another 
like project with the recommendation of the Commission and the City Department generating the 
construction project and approval by the City Manager. 

B) Funding for Art other than 1% for Art Projects 
i) The City shall endeavor to include artistic and aesthetic values in all construction projects, including 

those costing less than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) and in all purchases of personal property that 
may be located or used in places open to the public. 

C) Arts Picnic Exhibit purchases:  
i) Every year the City of Greeley purchases art from the Arts Picnic Community Art Exhibit. Funding is 

through the city budget supporting the Arts Picnic. 
 
10)   SELECTION 

A) Methods:  When work is to be purchased and/or commissioned, the Selection Committee of the GAC 
shall elect one or more of the following methods of acquiring art: 
i) Limited Competition:  A limited number of artists – usually three (3) to five (5) – are elected to 

develop proposals.  The Selection Committee of the GAC will determine which artists are to be 
invited to compete by application.  If compensation is to be given to artists who submit, the GAC will 
determine the amount of compensation. 

ii)  Open Competition:  Any artist, subject to any limitations established by the Selection Committee of 
the GAC, is eligible to enter.  The Selection Committee of the GAC will publicize the competition 
and schedule of requirements.  If, in the opinion of the Selection Committee of the GAC, a 
satisfactory proposal is not submitted, all proposals may be rejected and the selection process may 
begin anew, or another method of selection may be adopted. 

iii)  Direct Purchase:  An existing work of art is purchased for a particular site.  NOTE:  Colorado artists 
may be given priority over out-of state artists, and whenever possible, local artists will be considered.   

iv) Invitation:  Artists known for work considered appropriate for a site may be invited to submit a 
proposal(s). 

B) Artwork Selection:  All artwork must be original or limited-edition pieces.  In addition the GAC shall use 
the following criteria for donated and purchased public art. 
i) Quality and Innovation - Priority is given to artistic qualities of excellence and innovation. 
ii)  Timelessness - Each art form accepted should exhibit a lasting artistic quality which should have 

relevance to the community in future years. 
iii)  Site Compatibility - Works of art should be compatible in style, scale, material, form, content, and 

function with the immediate environment of the site. 
iv) Permanence of Structural and Surface Components - Artwork must have structural and surface 

soundness and be resistant to theft, vandalism, and weathering.  Art forms which involve excessive 
repair and maintenance costs are discouraged. 

v) Community Appeal - The artwork accepted should appeal to a broad variety of community standards 
and provide a balance to the inventory of other public art forms found in the City. 

vi) Art Theme - Artwork accepted for public display is encouraged to incorporate at least one of the 
following communicative functions: 
(a) Art expresses a world view. 
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(b) Art characterizes a certain time and place in history. 
(c) Art addresses social, political, and/or cultural concerns. 
(d) Art addresses established aesthetic points of view or advances new aesthetic and/or technical 

ground. 
(e) Art expresses the ideals and/or aspiration of the community. 

vii)  Public Safety - Works of art shall not create or be located in such a manner as to cause inordinate 
safety or liability concerns for the general public or City of Greeley. 

viii)  Vandalism - Works of art shall not be highly susceptible to vandalism. 
C) Application Process: 

i) The City Finance Department determines which capital projects are eligible for the One Percent for 
Art Program.  The funding department completes the One Percent for Art worksheet which 
establishes a budget taking into account project cost, maintenance and administration. 

ii)  The GAC divides eligible projects into (a.) design ($50,000-$250,000 projects) and (b.) artwork 
acquisition (projects over $250,000). 
(a) Design Work – The Greeley Art Commission will work with the funding department to locate 

artists available for design work. 
(b) Art Acquisition 

(a) Committee is determined for each project 
(b) A scope of work is considered for the project 
(c) Selection continues as described under “Selection Committee Responsibilities” 

 
11)  SELECTION COMMITTEE RESPONSIBILITIES 

A) The Greeley Art Commission will have the overall responsibility for policy and procedure direction for 
the program.  Selection Committees will be developed for each project where a specific work of art is to 
be commissioned. 

B) A Selection Committee will be 5 to 9 members with size and composition depending on the type of 
project.  The following are guidelines but may take on a different orientation with the approval of the 
GAC. 
i) One member or more from the GAC; one of whom will serve as chair of the committee 
ii)  One City Council member or their designee 
iii)  One staff member from the department whose budget the project has been budgeted from 
iv) One board member from the affected department (if applicable) 
v) Two people from the neighborhood (where applicable) or affected citizen and user populations. 
vi) Site architect and/or their designee 
vii)  A City staff member will be assigned to each project and will provide organization and information to 

the committee. 
viii)  Other people may be assigned to the committee in an ex-officio position. 

C) Responsibility of Selection Committee: 
i) Recommend the specific location and placement of works of art, taking into consideration: 

(a) Relative degree of public access and traffic at site 
(b) Unique opportunities for incorporation of works of art. 

ii)  Recommend specific project budgets, including artwork costs, artist cost, installation costs and 
maintenance and administrative costs. 

iii)  Solicit proposals for implementing each work of art. 
iv) Select a final proposal and recommend it to the Greeley Art Commission. 
v) Develop a project outline for committee members, artist contracts, project timeline and other relevant 

project information.  Monitor the project process. 
vi) Submit recommended project to the City Council for approval. (Refer to addendum B for Project 

Outline.)  
 
12)   SITE 

A) Selection Guidelines – Before suggesting specific sites for public art within the City, we offer the 
following guidelines.  Sites for public art within the City should meet one or more of the guidelines listed: 
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i) Make a statement about the values, interests and character of the City – or a portion of the City – and 
its people. 

ii)  Enhance the daily routine of the commuter, pedestrian, hiker, bicyclist, worker, or the resident. 
iii)  Enrich the experience of the visitor and enhance the image of Greeley. 
iv) Help to define an area or to establish a sense of place or space. 
v) Engage the public in a contemplative, spiritual or entertaining way. 
vi) Memorialize an important person or event. 
vii)  Illustrate the City’s cultural heritage or highlight some cultural artifact. 
viii)  Reveal some unique or special quality of the City. 
ix) Add to the vitality or interest of the City. 

B) Selection Criteria – The Greeley Art Commission shall consider the following criteria when accepting art 
forms for a particular site: 
i) The visibility of the site by the general public. 
ii)  Interior and exterior vehicular and pedestrian traffic patterns. 
iii)  Relationship of proposed site to existing or future architectural features and to natural features. 
iv) Facility for users and/or interaction of users with proposed artwork. 
v) Future development plans for the area. 
vi) Site design, including landscaping, drainage, grading, lighting, and seating considerations. 
vii)  Relationship of proposed artwork to existing artworks within the site vicinity. 
viii)  Environmental impact such as noise and light associated with the artwork. 
ix) Public accessibility to the artwork, particularly disability access. 
x) Impacts on adjacent property owners’ views. 
xi) Impacts on operational functions (snow plowing, park maintenance, etc.) of the City. 
xii)  Enhancement of an area’s design by emphasizing landmarks, gateways, or linkages to other areas of 

the community. 
xiii)  Compatibility of the artwork with the historic and cultural characteristics of the site vicinity. 
xiv) Other criteria as deemed necessary under special circumstances. 

C) Selection Process: 
i) The money will be spent at the generating site.  Exceptions would include sites outside the City limits 

or sites inaccessible by the public, or with limited visibility which may be determined by the GAC to 
support the intent of the ordinance. 

ii)  Solicit and review community and neighborhood recommendations. 
iii)  Review new land use development proposals for art opportunities. 
iv) Develop an annual list of priorities after completing the above review considering distribution and 

geographic diversity. 
 
13)   ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT 

A) The Commission shall administer the provisions of this section relating to the acquisition of works of art 
and their display. The Culture and Public Art Division shall provide administrative support and assistance 
to the Commission as necessary to accomplish the purposes of this section, and shall be reimbursed for 
actual expenses incurred as expenses of administration.  

 
14)   DEACCESSIONING ARTWORK 

A) De-accessioning is the process used to remove, permanently, an object from the collection through sale, 
trade or other means.  De-accessioning requires the approval of a majority of the members of the Greeley 
Art Commission for two (2) consecutive votes, with a public announcement of the proposed action to 
permit public input.  The donor and/or artist will be notified of the Greeley Art Commission’s intent. 

B) De-accessioning shall be a seldom employed action that operates with a strong presumption against 
removing artworks from the collection. 

C) No work may be de accessioned unless it meets at least one of the following criteria: 
i) The City cannot properly care for or store the works. 
ii)  The works have little or no aesthetic and/or historical/cultural value. 
iii)  The collection represents in large quantity a single artist; the Greeley Art Commission may find it 

both sufficient and desirable to retain only a representative selection. 
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iv) The works are duplicates (e.g., prints, sculptures, multiples) of lesser quality of works already in the 
collection. 

v) The works are copies or pastiches without significant historical, documentary or aesthetic value. 
vi) The artwork is found to be fraudulent or not authentic. 
vii)  Works whose condition requires restoration in gross excess of their aesthetic value or works in such a 

deteriorated state that restoration would prove either unfeasible or misleading. 
viii)  The artwork possesses demonstrated faults of design or workmanship. 
ix) The artwork causes excessive or unreasonable maintenance. 
x) The artwork is damaged irreparably, or to an extent where repair is unreasonable or impractical. 
xi) The artwork represents a physical threat to public safety. 

D) A record of the condition and circumstances under which works are de-accessioned will be made and 
retained as part of the Greeley Art Commission collection records.
